NEW NORMS LIKELY AFTER ELECTIONS: iBBI MEMBER

Discussion paper soon on
cross-border insolvency

‘Following cautious
approach’, group
insolvency regime
too on the cards

New Delhi, April 13

THE GOVERNMENT IS trying
to develop a framework on
cross-border insolvency with
a “cautious approach” and is
simultaneously working on
the group-insolvency frame-
work as well, said Sudhaker
Shukla, member, Insolvency
and Bankruptcy Board of
India (IBBI) on Saturday.

Shukla mentioned that
the ministry of corporate
affairs shall issue discussion
papers on the two frame-
works soon, and the new
norms would likely come into
effect post elections.

He was speaking at an
event organised by Indian
Institute of Insolvency Pro-
fessionals of ICAL

Shuklaalso mentioned that
record-high resolutions under
the Insolvency and Bank-
ruptcy Code (IBC), totalling
269inFY24,asagainst 189 in
FY23, was possible due to
speedy disposal of cases done
by the National Company Law
Tribunal (NCLT).

On March 8, FE had
reported that the govern-
ment has drawn up a plan to
introduce cross-border and
group insolvency norms
simultaneously  through
amendments to the Insol-
vency and Bankruptcy Code
(IBC), shortly after polls.

Foreign funds shy away from
real estate; investment falls
5500 in Jan-March: Vestian

New Delhi, April 13

INSTITUTIONAL INVEST-
MENTS INreal estate declined
55% annually in January-
March this year to $552 mil-
lion as cautious foreign
investors stayed away, pump-
ing in only $11 million,
according to Vestian.

The real estate sector had
attracted $1,238.3 million
(§1.23 billion) in the January-
March period of 2023 calendar
year, as per the report, which
was released on Saturday.

The latest data by global
property consultant Vestian
showed that the institutional
inflow from foreign funds in
the country's real estate
plunged 99% tojust $11 mil-
lion in the first quarter of
2024 from $791.4 million in
the year-ago period.

Domestic investors
pumped in §541.1 million in
the Indianreal estatein Janu-
ary-March 2025, up 21%
from $446.9 million in the
year-ago period.

Vestian CEO Shrinivas
Rao, said,"Domesticinvestors
are bullish about India's

growth story,and continue to
pour in investments in the
real estate sector.
Ontheotherhand, foreign
investors are cautious due to
global macroeconomic uncer-
tainty and geopolitical ten-

sions."” Commercial assets
(office, retail, co-working,and
hospitality projects) garnered
the highest investments of
$231.6 million in the March
quarter, as against $484.8
million in the year-ago period.
Institutional invest-
ments in residential assets
fell 33% to $225 million
from $337.7 million.

Currently, the IBC has no
instrument to restructure
firms involving cross-border
jurisdictions, and in the
absence of a legislative
framework, the cases involv-
ing resolution of groups and
any cross-border elements
are decided by the National
Company Law Tribunal on an
ad-hocbasis.

According to sources, the
new cross-border insolvency
normswill be based on UNCI-
TRAL Model Law on Cross-

Mukhopadhaya also high-
lighted the plight of opera-
tional creditors under the
current resolution mecha-
nism of the IBC, and empha-
sised that the new cross-bor-
der insolvency framework
needs to address this con-
tentious issue.

"Currently, the opera-
tional creditors are getting
pittance from the resolution
plan. Whether we can offer
the same treatment to for-
eign operational creditors,
that could be big overseas
industries?," he said.

According to the latest
IBBI newsletter,the amount
distributed to OCs under lig-
uidation stands at a mere
0.8% of the total amount
recovered.

SERUM INSTITUTE OF India (SII)
iscollaboratingwith Univercells
tobringaffordable personalised
oncology to the masses.

Univercells is a Belgian
biotech company working on
increasing accessibility to per-
sonalised cancer care.

"At present, personalised
care options such as novel can-
cer vaccines and specialised
immunotherapies are accessi-
ble to a few patients only.These
new therapies, developed using
genetic material extracted from
the patient’s tumors, are time-
consuming and expensive.

Besides, due to strict regula-
tory limitations on the
sequence, transfer,and manu-
facturing of genetic material,
these treatments are only avail-
able in a handful of countries,"
the company said.

This collaboration between
SII and Univercells would
address these challenges and
lookat capturinga proportion of
the global cancer care market.

This collaboration with
Univercellswould strengthen
the accessibility of cancer
care therapies, which may be
a boon for cancer treatment
worldwide, especially in the
LMICs, said Dr Umesh
Shaligram, executive director,
R&D, SII.

“Relapse rates for many
cancers are very high, espe-
cially for patients who are
diagnosed at a later stage. To
address this, we are develop-
ing unique point-of-care can-
cer treatment using mRNA in
combination with our Recom-
binant BCG (VPM1002),” Dr
Shaligram said. The technol-
ogy can cut months off the
time to create a personalised
therapeutic without compro-,
mising quality, José Castillo,
CTO and co-founder of Uni-
vercells said.

THE GOVERNMENT ON Satur-
day asked importers from
Myanmar to use the Rupee-
Kyat trade mechanism for
faster imports of pulses such
as tur and urad.

The importers have been
asked to utilise the Rupee-
Kyat direct payment system
using Special Rupee Vostro
Account (SRVA) through Pun-
jab National Bank (PNB),
according to an official
statement.

Stating that the direct
payment is applicable for
both sea and border trade as
well as services, the state-
ment said it would reduce
costsassociated with the cur-
rency conversions and elimi-
nate complexities related to
exchange rates by eliminat-
ing the need for multiple cur-
rency conversions.

The Central Bank of Myan-
mar on January 26,2024 had
released guidelines for pay-
ment procedures under SRVA
through PNB and UAB bank.

In 2021, India entered
intoa MoU with Myanmar for
the import of 0.25 million
tonne (MT) of urad and 0.1
MT of tur per annum, respec-
tively, till 2025 through pri-
vate trade.

Consumer affairs secre-
tary Nidhi Khare discussed
the issues around pulses
imports from Myanmar with
the Indian Mission in Yangon

in the wake of revised
exchange rates and stocks
held by importers in Myan-
mar, according to an official
statement.

Meanwhile, the govern-
ment earlier in the week had
said that traders, importers,
millers and stocks would have
to declare the stocks of these
items from April 15.

It suspects a substantial
quantity of imported pulsesis
lying in customs warehouses.

The states and union terri-
tories have also been asked to
enforce weekly stock disclo-
sure by all stockholding enti-
ties and verify the stocks
declared by them.

The department of con-
sumer affairs hasalsowarned
that anyone found to be
indulging in forward trade of
pulses would be dealt with

firmly as per various provi-
sions of the Essential Com-
modities Act.

The retail inflation in
pulses declined marginally to
17.71% in March from
18.9% in February, 2024
while arhar variety of pulses
reported a price rise of
33.54%.

Inflation in pulses has
been in the double digits for

the past many months.
The government has been
taking several steps to

improve domestic supplies
through liberalise imports.

In 2023, India imported
2.98 MT of pulses - 1.51 MT
(Lentil),0.77 MT (tur or pigeon
pea) and 0.59 MT (urad or
black gram) mostly from Aus-
tralia, Canada, Myanmar,
Mozambique, Tanzania,
Sudan and Malawi.
